


















•  New Look (Icons)
Municity Mobile for Android™ v3.0 sports some new icons, bringing the branding closer 
to Municity 5.

•  “Bad Value” Error in Schedule: Bad Inspection Times
Municity Enterprise allows users to enter inspection times in plain text. Bad time values 
were cause Municity Mobile for Android™ to fail when gathering the daily schedule, 
instead reporting a “bad value” error. Bad times are now ignored.

•  Google Play™ Services Detection, Required
Municity Mobile for Android™ v3.0 requires that Google Play™ Services be installed on 
the device. It is available on nearly 95% on Android™ devices, but just in case it is not 
available, an alert with let the user know to install it before logging in.

•  Violation Creation Bug Fix
A bug when creating new violations has been addressed.

•  Java.lang.NullPointerException Message Improvement
A confusing error message on the login screen when failing to connect or log in has 
been improved.

How to Update
be sure that the 3.0 version of the Municity Mobile for Android™ application is installed on 
your Android™ device. You may already be configured to download updates automatically. 
The version is located in the lower-left corner of the login page.

If not, simply download this latest version from Google Play™.

As always, users of older versions of Municity Mobile for Android™ should be sure to get this 
latest version.
